It's easy for me to empathize with whatever
the girls are telling me, so to have clear perspective, I often
need to withdraw and pray and also speak to someone on
outside leadership with different perspective. I'm really
praying that I develop the ability to listen and empathize
while also keeping a clear head to see what's going on clear-
ly. Also to see the underlying issues.
Focus. This next month is going to be more slack schedule
wise, and that's when it's easiest for everyone, myself
included, to start being at camp selfishly. The focus comes
off Christ, off our campers, and onto ourselves. I desperate-
ly want to lead by example what a strong finish looks like.
