Strongholds Are A Reality:
2 Corinthians 10:4 - 6

1.1) Strongholds; G3793, o-khu-to-ma
~ “of the arguments and reasonings by which a dis-
putant endeavours to fortify his opinion and defend
it against his opponent.” Gal. 3:1 - 5

1.2) Arguments; G3052, lo-ge-smo’s
~ a reckoning, computation, a reasoning: such as is
hostile to the Christian faith. Cf. Romans 5 & 6

1.3) Lofty opinion; G5312, hu-pso-ma
~ thing elevated, height. Cf. Ephesians 6:10 - 12
