1. The Responsibility of Government:
1.1) Government SHOULD represent the Lord God

Almighty! 

Romans 13:1, “Let every person be subject to the govern-
ing authorities. For there is no authority except from God,
and those that exist have been instituted by God.”
~ Government should seek the will of God not
man. “Politically correct” is a repeat of Judges
21:25, “In those days there was no king in Israel.
Everyone did what was right in his own eyes.”

1.2) Government is to Maintiens Le Droit (Maintain
the Right):

Romans 13:3, “For rulers are not a terror to good con-
duct, but to bad. Would you have no fear of the one who
is in authority? Then do what is good, and you will
receive his approval,”

~ MY OPINION is that only the Lord God is “good”
and only God can declare what is good; we need to
be praying that our elected officials would hear God.

Mark 10:18, “And Jesus said to him, “Why do you call
me good? No one is good except God alone.”

1 Timothy 2:1 – 2, “First of all, then, I urge that suppli-
cations, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made
for all people, (2) for kings and all who are in high posi-
tions, that we may lead a peaceful and quiet life, godly and
dignified in every way.”

1.3) Government is to Bear the Sword of God’s Wrath:
Romans 13:4 – 5, “for he is God’s servant for your
good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for he does not
bear the sword in vain. For he is the servant of God, an
avenger who carries out God’s wrath on the wrongdoer.
(5) Therefore one must be in subjection, not only to
avoid God’s wrath but also for the sake of conscience.”
